Larissa founded USTRIVE, her online program, to help early childhood teachers break the language barrier
when working with dual-language learners. “The strategies she passes on draw on her struggles speaking
English when she came to the U.S. from Brazil and her years running a bilingual family child care home. “The
children in my day care were amazing,” she says. “The American kids would speak English to the Spanish kids
and the Spanish kids would respond in their own language,” leading to lively exchanges that showed “there are
no barriers for little kids.”
